Spring Crafts Faire ògnome stonesó 

will be available for sale at $1 each and 

please note:  the children's crafts and 

activities are $1 to $3 and the 

suggested entrance donation (to cover 

the costs of the event) is $10 per 

adult, $5 per child.  We ask that the 

gnome stones be used by children for 

crafts, activities, and food rather than 

having children handle cash directly.  

Parents are asked to monitor their 

own childrenõs gnome stone supply 

and to send  children who ask for 

òmore stonesó throughout the day 

back to their own parents 

for check-in!   Generally, each 

child can do each craft and 

activity twice for $25.  Repeat 

activities, shopping, and 

purchasing food and drink 

is extra.  Gnome stones, 

school store items, guest 

vendorsõ items, and food 

and beverages may be 

purchased by cash, check, 

or credit card by adults.
